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Further promises are; attaining Al-laah's pleasure
and mercy, immunity against His anger, also safety
from the terrors of Qiyaamah, and seeing one's
promised place in Jannah, even while on this earth.
Many promises are mentioned for reciting 'Salaat
alan Nabiy (Dourood) a certain number of times.
Besides these, there is the promise of never being
troubled by poverty and need, the promise of
achieving nearness to Rasoeloul-laah A5 iz
in Al-laah’s court, the promise of help against
enemies, the promise to cleanse the heart from

hypocrisy and spiritual ailments and the promise
of gaining the affection of others.

Many glad tidings have been mentioned in the
Hadieth for the reciter of 'Salaat alan Nabiy
(Dourood) in abundance. The Oelumaa’ of Fig-h
have said that it is fardh (compulsory) to recite
'salaat alan Nabiy (Dourood) at least once in a
lifetime; while it is Waajieb (necessary and
binding) to recite it every time the name of
Rasoeloul-laah AzZ54-%i= is mentioned. Some
Oelumaa’say it is moesta- hub (desirable). [&)

By the excessive recital of this Dourood individually or
colleclively, and by placing it suitably in the home:
Al-laahoe Ta-aala will protect one from all difficulty and
ailments, and provide the reciter’'s needs and also grant
him peace and contentment. ‘Manaahijoel Hasanaat’
menlions that Imaam Ibn Faakihaaniy «Z.001i35 quotes
the following incident from the book ‘Fajr-e-Muneer’;
Moosa Zareer, a saintly leader told me about his
experience. He says: "l was in a boat that was in danger
of sinking when slumber overtook me. In a vision,
Nabiy Azj.dc’l> taught me a form of 'Salaat upon
the Nabiy, saying ‘Let the passengers recite this
Dourood one thousand times’. When they had only read
it three hundred times, the boat was saved from sinking”.
This incident is also related by Shaikh Mujduddien
through another sanad.

The pious elders have practiced the recital of this 'Salaat
alan Nabiy eleven times, with woudhoe, and have
suggested that thereafter one should beseech Al-laah
to alleviate one's difficulty.

Shaikhoel Islaam Moulana Hoesain Ahmad Madaniy
L2835 recommended the recital of this 'Salaat
alan Nabiy 4z54-ic’%jl> seventy times, after leshaa
'Salaah for safety in trying moments and at times
of distress.
